Membership Chairperson. The guest speaker, Mike Collins, was introduced by long-time friend
Tom Starnes.

Guest Speaker: Mike Collins, “Just a Boy from Oklahoma”, spoke about his early years
growing up in Tulsa and his interest in electronics and computers. His career began in the
Petrochemical industry.

He joined Motorola semiconductor in 1978 as a Field Applications Engineer in Houston, moved
to Austin in 1982, and became the Digital Signal Processing Marketing Manager in 1988. He
discussed his career, and the Motorola Semiconductor Product line history. He also recounted
many humorous incidents which occurred throughout his career; additionally, he included many
of his activities after leaving Motorola. His presentation will be available on the MAAC
website.
