All are
standard size.

MAHOGANY

Mahogany is tougher to carve than pine, however it may be worked
in finer detail and its natural color can be brought out with dear varnish,
shellac or on a buffer.

WIDTTLING KNIFE .... $1.00

The knife illustrated is an aU purpose whittling tool. It n_ "'
blade of high grade carbon steel mounted firmly in a round
wood handle.

When properly used the blade will hold its sharp edge (or a
long time. It may be kept sharp by honing on a hard grained stone.
To hone a knife keep the blade flat against the stone and rub with
a circular motion.

The straight cutting edge is particularly suitable (or whittling.

• Follow the carving instructions
• Use a sharp knife

• Carve slowly
• Make small cuts

• Practice the knife holds illustrated
• Consult with the Craft Specialist

• Keep control of the blade
• Safety comes first

WHITTLING

Whittling is controlled cutting. The
blade must be kept in control at all
times. There should be no long slices.
The blade must pass through the
wood slowly with no follow-through.
This is most important from the
standpoint of safety and accuracy.

The knife holds that give this con-
trol are illustrated for darity. In the
first the left hand holds the block
against the right thumb and the knife
is worked with the fingers toward the
thumb as in peeling potatoes. The be-
ginner will do well to tape the right
thumb until control is acquired.

~.'

Begin by cutting as little as possible
at a time. The cutting should be
smooth and easy, and can be, if slight
cuts are made. The cutting wiII be
difficult if too much is attempted.

In the second cutting technique the
block is held by the left hand in such
a way that the thumb (of the left
hand) is free to push the blade into
the wood.

The back o( the blade is kept
against the left thumb at all times.
The right hand h~lding the knife
works 'he blade with a slight lever
action.

Leaders will do well to have begin-
ers practice on a scrap piece of wood

using the above techniques before
whittling regular blocks. ED CBOBY
