
Vocabulary Note

Throughout the unit vocabularies, noun plurals are given as follows:

die Auskunft, ¨e (indicating the nominative plural Auskünfte);

der Schuh,-e (indicating the nominative plural Schuhe);

das Fenster,- (indicating that the nominative plural is the same as the 
nominative singular).

If a plural is irregular, the form is given: das Gymnasium, Gymnasien; das 
Podium, Podien.

If there is no plural or the plural is rare, none is indicated.

Nouns that are normally used only in the plural are so annotated.

The genitive of nouns is given only for masculine and neuter nouns forming 
their genitive in -(e)n or -(e)ns: der Student, -en, en; das Herz, -ens, en 

Principal parts are given for all irregular (strong) verbs: lassen (ie, a), 
indicating the simple past ließ and the past participle gelassen; werden (u, 
o), indicating the simple past wurde and the past participle geworden. 

Verbs that are radically irregular are given in their full forms: erbeten (erbat,
erbeten); sein (war, gewesen).

In addition, verbs that are both irregular as well as separable are shown in all 
their principal parts: vorziehen (zog vor, vorgezogen); ausgeben (gab aus, 
ausgegeben).

The introductory vocabulary (An die Studenten) also includes all the 
features mentioned above. Students, will, therefore, find both the 
introductory vocabulary and the various unit vocabularies easier to work 
with.
