Four sizes of ukuleles are common: soprano, concert, tenor, and baritone. The less
common sopranino has a nut to bridge of under 13 inches. The bass ukulele anchors

the other end of the size spectrum.

The soprano, often called "standard" in Hawaii, is the smallest and was the original
size. The concert size was developed in the 1920s as an enhanced soprano, slightly
larger and louder with a deeper tone. Shortly thereafter, the tenor was created, having
more volume and deeper bass tone. The baritone was created in the 1940s.
